RULES FOR THE FIRST CLASS HONOURS RECITAL 
SUNDAY, FEBRUARY 12, 2012 

 
 
 Students who have received a First Class Honours standing in their pieces as 

well as a First Class Honours standing in the overall exam in any of the 2011 
examination sessions are invited to apply.  Grade 2 to 7 exam level students 
are recommended to have a mark of 85% or higher.  If a student’s mark is 
between 80 and 84, they will be invited to audition only if space is available. 
 Grade 8, 9, 10 and ARCT students to achieve a mark of 80% or higher. 
 

 Open only to students who have completed grades 2 and above. 
 
 Students may apply only in the area of their teachers’ registration. 

 
 Repertoire must be selected at the grade level of the First Class Honours 

exam, or may be one grade level higher.  No repeats.  To perform only one 
movement of a multi-movement composition. 

 
 Performance time per student may not exceed 5 minutes; Grade 10 and 

Associate students, 7 minutes. 
 
 A maximum time of 15 minutes per teacher will be allowed. 

 
 Attendance at the audition is mandatory. 

 
 Please bring original music only to the audition and recital.  Unauthorized 

photocopies are NOT accepted.  Applicants attending without their music 
will be immediately disqualified. 

 
 It is important that piano students come to the audition with their selection 

securely memorized. 
 
 Although there is no fee for the performers, the general admission fees for 

the recital are: 
$10.00 Adults; $5.00 Students/Seniors; $20.00 Family 
 

 Application Deadline is Friday, December 9, 2011. 
 
 Audition date is Sunday, January 29, 2012 from 1:00 to 5:00 p.m.  Teachers 

will be notified of students’ audition times. 
 

 Recitals will be held on Sunday, February 12, 2012.  There will be afternoon 
and evening recitals.
